 Betty-Ann in Manitoba bought 2 MFT this fall 

from Les Webb in Alberta; she is quite impressed with her 

new horses. She wrote the following to share her buying 

experience and her and her husbandôs first rides. 

Our new horses are adjusting to smaller pastures than 

they were used to in Alberta. There were some heavy duty 

pecking order considerations to work out and that seems 

resolved. Mystique, the mare, seems to think she ñownsò 

our 28 year old Paint mare. She herds her around and 

insists on being near her. Sultan, the gelding, is a big 

sweet soul who hovers around Mystique to protect her 

from the herd but gets his regular discipline from Mystique! 

He is taking the bulk of the cuts and scrapes for both of 

them.  What amazes me is the alertness without the 

mental melt-downs. There is a lot of nostril flaring but when 

other horses would then follow that up with misbehavior, 

these two seem are very attentive but still very obedient!  

My husband is not an educated rider. He has not even 
been on a horse for over 10 years! We didnôt let that stop 
us. I had great faith in Sultan, his new MFT. We saddled 
up Sultan with my Western saddle (damn my husband 
likes it too), put a bosal on and then rode Sultan around in 
the outdoor arena. I rode Mystique. I asked Don if he 
wanted to ride out on our property trails. When that went 
well we decided to go out into the pits. The neighboursô 
dog did its best to spook the horse who just watched it run 
around us in circles, darting in and out of the bush. We 
rode up the side of the road then over a dirt mound into the 
pits. I did remember to tell Don to lean forward and give 
the reins on the way up but lean back and keep to a walk 
on the way down. OK, so I was a little late telling him but 
Sultan carried him safely through it all. I decided a steeper 
longer hill was a good idea (maybe yes, maybe no) and 
told Don they sometimes run up hill but just to let the horse 
find his way. Again, they both did great. Mystique blew her 
nostrils quietly but went willingly. We rode around for 
awhile and then I thought we were ready for the steep 
downhill sand. Again, I was impressed with the calm ready 
compliance from these horses that were not familiar with 

us or the territory. The dog came out and really tried to get 
the horses to chase him this time! Even though the dog 
surprised both of us, the horses took it in stride and walked 
around the lunatic running up and almost hitting them.  

My husband was so relaxed and totally trusted Sultan. A 
couple of times Mystique was not confident and didnôt want 
to venture passed an object. Don and Sultan just quietly 
walked passed us and the offending object as though it 
wasnôt there. I do think my husband enjoyed those 
moments!! 

Our horses are fairly tall and I think they may have a lot of 
Standardbred or Saddlebred in them. I am really happy we 
have two of them so we can ride together. This is 
something we are planning to do when my husband 
retires. For once, he will have some pleasure from horses 
and not just work to house them! 

We are really appreciative to Les Webb who sold us the 
horses. He was very accommodating in letting both my 
sister and I try Sultan out one day and then come back and 
go for a wonderful ride using both horses the next day. Les 
took his favourite MFT and lead us out into the Alberta 
coulees. The coyotes were howling, a thunderstorm was 
off in the distance and we rode in some fantastic territory. 
It was the perfect way to see what you think of the horses 
you are going to purchase. Les has around 19 MFTôs with 
2 breeding stallions. One of the stallions; Cruiser a black, 
is a full brother to Sultan. Mystique was running with 
Cruiser when we bought her so there may be a chance 
she is in foal. That would be wonderful but I would be just 
as happy to have her open and able to be ridden all next 
year. 

I am also appreciative to Barb Fenwick who suggested I 
take a look at MFT horses. I was headed to Alberta to try 
Tennessee Walkers but she recommended checking out 
other breeds and especially the MFT. My sister is in 
Bashaw and Les Webb, in Donalda, is right down the road! 
If Barb had not made the suggestion, I would never have 
known Les and the MFTôs were so close! So,kudos to both 
Les and Barb. We are very happy with our horses and 
canôt wait for the time when my husband retires and we 
can put some miles on them!
